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Welcome to Algebra II B!
Objectives:


This course is designed to help you explore and connect algebraic concepts, use a variety of methods to learn about and use mathematical concepts and develop personal confidence, positive attitudes, and effective study skills in mathematics.  The lab period that accompanies this class is to prepare you for the PSSA test you will take in the second semester.
Materials:


The items listed below should be brought to class every day:
· Book – Integrated Mathematics 2 (must be covered)

· 3-Ring Binder

· Pencil

· Scientific Calculator

Expectations:

· Be on time and ready to work when the bell rings.

· Be prepared with all materials needed for class.

· Be attentive and participate throughout class.

· Raise your hand when you have a comment or question.

· Ask questions when you do not understand.

· Do not interrupt the class unless it is an emergency.

· Keep cell phones out of sight.

· All other school policies set forth in the handbook will be followed.

Consequences:
· 3 tardies = 1 detention.  Every tardy after that will also be a detention.

· Problematic behavior will result in an office referral and/or parent contact.

· You may not leave the room without a hall pass approved by a teacher.

Your grade each nine weeks will include scores from formal assessments (50%), homework and lab work (25%), and participation/ other class work (25%).  Extra credit will be given in the form of bonus questions on the tests and quizzes.

Remediation:

Various assessments throughout the year will give us information about what you understand from the class material.  If you score below a 70% on one of these assessments, you will be asked to attend remediation during your free periods in the week.  We will use this time to work on the problems you missed on the assessment to catch you up.  You will then be given an opportunity to retake the assessment and once a 70% or higher is achieved, you will be allowed out of remediation.  
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
